President’s Message  
With these last three years of rain in October and 

this year the worst starting with the April freeze I 

think all determined grape growers are now pretty 

well callused and will adjust to some of these un-

fortunate adversities of Mother Nature. These 

kinds of years are not new to the Paso Robles  

Appellation. Go back 6o years and you will find 

that every year had some days in April low temper-

atures from 26 to 32 degrees or even lower in 

some locations. April is the most feared month of 

the year for many kinds of crops. March can have some beautiful warm days and 

some think we are going to have a great year, almost everyone thinks it is time to 

plant gardens, the vines start budding out and then April fools day is here, I don't 

know how that day came about but there was a reason for it. Viticulture practices 

change from year to year based on the kind of year you have from the very begin-

ning. First of all [for an example] the amount of rainfall we get in the winter 

months, it is important to always keep an open mind because you may have to 

change it often. 

 

Canopy in a year of above average rainfall and, especially after your first crop has 

been taken by a freeze, your vineyard is going to be more aggressive so 

the management of that vine is going to require more attention, starting with your 

dormant pruning, then shoot thinning, then proper leaf pulling depending on the 

original lay out of the vineyard. Remember, all the things you do to your vineyard 

must be properly done, and in a timely matter, so you need to have hands on or a 

supervisor that really care.                        

  

Soon after harvest fertilize thru your drip system.  And foliar nutrient applications 

in the spring is a practice that is very beneficial. A healthy vine will perform for you 

much better than one that is weak and hungry, your grape quality will be better, it 

will handle the adversities of Mother Nature much better, from bud break to the 

day of harvest it doesn't hesitate and think it is too tired to continue. 

 

Over the past two years with average rainfall I have not irrigated my vineyards until 

one time after harvest to apply fertilizer, it saved our water, it saved labor and it 

saved pumping bills and it lets the vine come along naturally to a normal harvest 

date. Cultivation is necessary to obtain these goals. If the vine is farmed to be self 

dependent it can be. 

 

All vineyards have their own personality depending on location, soil type, rainfall, 

vines per acre, layout and varietal. Their needs and timing of those needs are differ-

ent from one another and should be observed often.

2011 will the year winery inventories were down, wine sales up, demand for 

grapes up and prices either firm or improved.  What more could you ask for as 

an IGGPRA grower??  Right.  Except Mother Nature had something to say 

about it and proceeded to give many of us some ―nasty‖ frost in April and an-

other relatively cool summer.

For 2012, we are going to reach out to some of the wineries and ask them to 

tell us early in the year if they will be needing specific quantities of grapes.  We 

can then go back to the IGGPRA membership and find out what is available.  

Then the wineries know which growers to contact and can go from there.

Blakeslee Votes to Support Internet Based 

Wine Retailers 

Online wine retailers would have licenses similar to wineries 

At a time when California ranks 50th for business friendliness, there is a ray of hope as 

a bill to allow internet wine retailers more shipping freedom is headed to the Gover-

nor.  Specifically, AB 623 will create a licensing category to fit those that have created 

an online or mail order wine sales business.  AB 623 would place online wine retailers 

in the same category as wineries with regard to shipping their goods.   

Many winemakers and distributors rely heavily on shipping wine to other states and 

countries through internet sales.  Because current California license laws label these 

companies as both ‗retailers‘ and ‗distributors‘, they often are at odds with the laws of 

other states which only allow ‗wineries‘ to ship into the state.  Senator Blakeslee is 

hopeful that clarifying the shipping regulations on these businesses will help them to be 

more competitive and have access to new customers across the country.       

―California wines have earned national and international recognition,‖ said Senator 

Blakeslee.  ―These are the types of strategic policy changes that can help California 

businesses compete and grow during these difficult economic times.‖

Did you enjoy this side at the October So-

cial? It was made by Cindy Lewis—here‘s 

her recipe: 

 

1 bunch (about 1 lb) chard--I use rainbow or

4 medium size baking potatoes 

1/4 lb melted butter (I use Brummel and 

Brown yogurt-based butter) 

3 eggs, slightly beaten 

1/4 cup milk 

1 1/2 tsp garlic salt 

1/2 tsp pepper (I use cayenne, healthier) 

2 Tb minced onion (I use much 

more...usually 1 small onion or even more) 

1/2 cup grated Parmesan cheese (I use Trad-

er Joe's celtic low fat cheddar--tastes great,

Wash chard under running water and pat 

dry. Cut stems out of each leaf, slice stems 

into 1/4 inch pieces and place in a large 

bowl.

Scrub potatoes and slice into 1/8 inch slices, 

6-7 cups; I just slice manually
